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Athlete Appeals Process for Alpine Skiing – Disabled

Vancouver Paralympics 2010

Notice of disabled Alpine team member selection for the Vancouver Paralympic Games will be posted on the BDST website ( www.britishdisabledskiteam.co.uk ) by 11.59pm 23rd January 2010.

The procedure for appealing against decisions made by the Selection panel for disabled Alpine skiing is set out below.

Appeals deadline - any appeal filed should be filed by 11.59pm GMT on 24th January 2010 sent by email to administration@britishdisabledskiteam.co.uk.

Appeals should be filed by the person affected – i.e. the non-selected skier - or can be filed on their behalf (as long as the appeal is consented to by the skier). 

Appeals may only be filed by skiers who were confirmed as being on the long list for selection to Vancouver on 1st December. For the avoidance of doubt, these skiers are: Sean Rose, Timothy Farr, Russell Docker, Talan Skeels Piggins, Anna Turney, Joanne Willoughby, Jane Sowerby, Kelly Gallagher.

In the appeal, it should be stated:

(a) What are the grounds for the appeal (for instance, referencing the relevant parts of the selection document to show why the athlete is considered eligible for selection)

(b) Arguments as to why the decision not to select is considered to be wrong.

Skiers are asked to support their appeal with all relevant facts and arguments in writing.

The Appeal Board

The board shall be composed of at least three voting members, one of whom will have been present on the original selection committee the other members shall not have been involved with the original decision. The Chairman of the Appeal Board shall not have been involved in the original decision.

The Board will meet on the afternoon of the 26th January 2010 at the offices of the British Paralympic Association, 60 Charlotte Street, London, where they will consider any and all appeals that have been submitted before the appeals deadline.

Skiers may attend the Appeal Board in person to present their case. The skier may be accompanied by one person and that person may be appointed as their representative if they so wish.

If personal attendance is not possible on the day, then the skier should give a contact telephone number where they can be reached. 

Decisions will be made and delivered on the day either in person or by telephone or in the event that the skier is not reachable by telephone, by email. Written reasons for the decision of the board will follow within 7 days.
